P4 from BTEC Unit 12 – Responsible Tourism

Incorporating principles of responsible tourism to meet a specific client brief

[CT 1, CT 2, CT 3, CT 4, CT 5, CT 6].

Client Brief

· Clients – 60 year old healthy couple, keen on exercise, and with disposable income.

· Want to visit some places in Galicia and Asturias in north-west Spain. 

· Where and when there are no other foreign tourists.

· (unlike southern Spain with its mass tourism which started in the 1960s)

· For one week from February 27th – March 5th 2014.

· We have a budget of 1,500 Euro for each of us.

· To experience the traditional culture, food and wine of more remote rural areas.

· To travel as part of the holiday experience, not just in order to arrive at the holiday destination.

· To travel more sustainably than flying.

· To visit a range of traditional masked carnivals (Entroidos), and related cultural heritage.

So please: 

· Confirm all transport and travel details – showing evidence that is more environment-friendly that flying.

· Book all our accommodation, perhaps in several places – again showing evidence that it is small-scale, uses local suppliers and staff, minimises waste, supports the local economy and community and can show evidence that it is environment-friendly. 

· Plan a full programme for us to find out about and sample traditional local food and wine, and visit some traditional masked carnivals, as well as any other features of traditional local culture.

· Convince us (ie. with evidence) that we are being responsible in going on this holiday. Show us that it can boost the local economy, respect and support the local community, and minimises any impact on the environment and local cultural heritage, and even supports its conservation. 

On Wednesday March 19th  the plan will be judged.

P4 – M3

In planning a holiday based on responsible principles, learners should be provided with a detailed pen portrait that includes full information in accordance with the range. It is expected that learners plan an individual holiday as opposed to relying on a package. An organised land-only arrangement may be used as long as it is justified in terms of customer needs and that transport and other arrangements are organised separately.

For P4, learners must give full details of the planned holiday including transport and travel details,

accommodation, attractions and activities and they must state how the planned arrangements meet the needs of the travellers in terms of their motivators, preferences, time limit and budget. Consideration should be given to the principles of responsible tourism although at pass level it is sufficient for learners to make a basic reference to the principles in terms of the proposed holiday arrangements.

For M3, learners need to provide a detailed justification as to how the holiday meets specific responsible principles. For example, they should consider the components of the holiday and justify the extent to which negative impacts are minimised and economic benefits are created, and the degree to which conservation of natural and cultural heritage and respect between and visitors and the host community are promoted.

To achieve M3, the justification needs to be evaluative and any limitations should be acknowledged.
